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@ H : Too much information is causing more problems than they solve. Do you agree or
disagree?
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To begin with, too much information can be misleading because of the anonymity offered by
the Internet.
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Secondly, too much information is occupying our leisure. Most of her time was spent on rating
and pure entertainment or relaxation without a phone is becoming virtually impossible.
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BJ:  Although there is no denying that the Internet is changing our life and our society has
stepped into the information era, we should not depend on or even be addicted to the
overwhelming information because we are the rational inventors of the information era rather than
slaves to it.
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BJ: According to William James, a psychology professor from Harvard, exposure to too
much information before we truly perceive one thing will warp our judgment, which is an obstacle
in the process of seeking truth.
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
